	Use of Levels

(Various levels but only slight differences between each - sitting in a chair, slouching in a chair)
	Student contributes to the levels in the tableau with some effectiveness. 

(A similar level is used by one or two other members -sitting and kneeling) 


	Student contributes to the levels in the tableau with limited effectiveness considering the levels are all similar and unclear.

(The same level is used as others ie: all standing)
